She loves photography but has deferred a college program to be closer
to home while Cara continues cancer treatment. On a road trip to Chicago with her brother and
fellow triplet Drew, a cute stranger treats Stella to coffee. She and Drew are planning to get
autographs from Cara’s favorite band as the ultimate 18th birthday present. Unfamiliar with the
group she is waiting in line to see, she is shocked to learn that the stranger from the coffee shop is
Oliver Perry, the lead singer for "The Heartbreakers." Despite her disdain for the band’s music, she
and Drew wind up spending a crazy night with the boys who happen to be staying in the same hotel.
Oliver leaves Stella with his phone number and the request to call him. Convinced that she won't
see him again, she doesn’t call and weeks pass before she is surprised by an interesting offer from
the band’s management. What ensues is a whirlwind of tough decisions, heartbreaks, and
numerous adventures. The plot moves along at a compulsively readable pace, though the
characters vary in complexity. The satisfying conclusion leaves the door open for a welcome sequel.

For instance, it made sense that since Stella felt responsible, or at least
partially responsible for CaraAfA¢A & -A 4,¢s cancer, that she wouldnAfA¢A &4 -A 4,¢t want to
seek any happiness out for herself. She put off living her own life as some sort of penance for not
being there for her sister, even though there was nothing that she could do. Then later on when she
has her crisis about whether to stay or to go off to college, the same thing happens. | understood
that. It wasnAfA¢A & -A &,¢t unrealistic to think that she blamed herself, or even to think that she
was scared to move forward. It fit the situation quite well.The same can be said for the guys. | get
how one second theyAfA¢A & -A &,¢re all happy and go-lucky, and the next

theyAfA¢A a -A a,¢re fighting with one another. They are teenagers for crying out loud! They
wanted to have fun, but they also wanted their independence, and the ability to make their own
choices. So call them goofy, call them emotional, but donAfA¢A & -A &,¢t call them unrealistic; a
bit shallow maybe, but IAfA¢A & -A 4,¢m sure their personalities will grow with the series.The
Bad:As far as negatives go, | really donAfA¢A & -A 4,¢t have too much to say. In fact, a lot of it
would be very nit-picky. Things like character depth and personality traits that |

didnAfA¢A a -A a,¢t particularly care for are some of the smaller issues.For me, even though part
of the plot felt way to unrealistic, it was still enjoyable. If you allow yourself to believe something like
this would happen, then it becomes fun, exciting, and adventurous.
