The only
bad thing about the book is it can be a pain finding the coins within the country. It could be
organized a little better.

Very good book! | was able to identify all of my previous "unknown" coins in a few hours! There is a
chart with international numeral systems which came in handy for identifying my Middle Eastern and
Asian coins. Also useful were the Monogram,Instant Identifier, and lllustrated Guide to Eastern Mint
Names. The thousands of pictures also included are useful for quick identification of most coins.

One last nice thing are the sections of info about each country before the coin listings start. Anyone

with an interest in numismatics should own this book!

In general | enjoyed the book. | think it is very good for every numismatist. Comparing with 28th
edition this one is really supplemented and revised. But there are some inexactitudes | want to draw
your attention: 1) it is written in the description that the book contains 2240 pages, but the one I've
received contains only 2048; 2) it is told in Editorial Review that "...every known coin issued during
the Twentieth Century". | have at least two coins which are not mentioned in the book : a) Andorra -
1 centim 1999 (F.A.O. Issue, Aluminium), b) Niue - 5 dollars 1997 (Queen Elizabeth The Queen
