This detailed account of the British expedition to Lhasa is written by Colonel Waddell, of the Indian

Medical Service, the chief medical officer of the military escort which accompanied Sir Francis

Younghusband on the British expedition to Tibet, also known as the British invasion of Tibet

(1903--1904). The expedition was effectively a temporary invasion by British Indian forces under the

auspices of the Tibet Frontier Commission, whose purported mission was to establish diplomatic

relations and resolve the dispute over the border between Tibet and Sikkim. The book is decidedly

interesting Armed as he was with a knowledge of the people and the Buddhist religion in India and

Burmah, and an adventurous curiosity which had often led him to avoid the frontier guards and

tramp along the Tibetan side of the mountain barrier, Waddell was in a position to make a valuable

study of the Tibetan people, their language, customs and religion. But what lay beyond these

frontier regions, and what was the real character of that mysterious city of Lhasa with its priest-king

and its fabulous rites had been known only to a few Europeans, whose records, from those of Friar

Odoric in the fourteenth century to those of two French Lazarist priests sixty years ago, are outlined

in a succinct chapter in this well-arranged volume. The expedition of 1903 afforded Colonel Waddell

the opportunity which he desired. He who expects to find in mysterious Tibet a contribution to the

religious philosophy of the world will be disappointedÃ¢â‚¬â€•that may be gathered from Colonel

Waddell's narrative. The religion of the country he shows to be based upon a degenerate type of

Buddhism, where the forms and consequent superstitions have taken the place of its deeper

meaning. The Grand Lama is not only revered as ruler and an incarnation of deity, but he and his

creatures themselves exercise power. The vast palace at Lhasa, with its relic shrines, its gorgeous

decorations, its altars, mausoleums and magnificent entrances, is the more imposing by contrast

with the wild and rugged country by which it must be approached. It is one of the trappings by which

the priest-god sustains his character as Ã¢â‚¬Å“BuddhaÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s vice-regent Ã¢â‚¬Å“on

earth.Ã¢â‚¬Â• What the Grand Lama is at the head of the State the lesser priests are in their

smaller spheres. The superstitious fear which is the basis of government is extended to the whole

priestly craft, and is fostered by the vilest practices, by the encouragement of devil-worship, occult

charms and sorcery. Colonel Waddell's visit to the Ã¢â‚¬Å“learned monastery,Ã¢â‚¬Â• at

GyantsÃƒÂ©, led him to the conclusion that Ã¢â‚¬Å“it trains chiefly in incantations Ã¢â‚¬Å“and silly

mystical gestures and puerilities, and has little that is Ã¢â‚¬Å“intellectual about it.Ã¢â‚¬Â• He

describes a Ã¢â‚¬Å“DevilsÃ¢â‚¬â„¢ Chamber of Horrors, Ã¢â‚¬Å“a sort of Satanic Aladdin's cave

in the dark, designed to awe and Ã¢â‚¬Å“impress the superstitious pilgrims."
