"Boiled Squirrel & Dumplings," page 199. The resulting chicken & dumplings are savory and

irresistible! The cookbook walks us through traditional dishes and deserts, easily incorporated into

any home. Some of the Louisiana recipes call for a dash of Cajun seasoning, which can be any

brand found locally. Or, you can look for Miss Kay's preferred kind here:Ã‚Â Duck Commander Phil

Robertson's Cajun Style Original SeasoningÃ‚Â orÃ‚Â Duck Commander Phil Robertson's Cajun

Style Zesty Seasoning.

I learned more about Miss Kay, and her family, by reading her

cookbook which features family stories, photos and recipes. I thoroughly enjoyed reading about her

family and their walk in faith.

Her

stories are precious, and I will probably keep this cookbook as it's fun to read; although I probably

have most of the recipes (or very similar recipes in my recipes files) found in her

I love Miss Kay's cookbooks, this one and her party one. Everything I have ever made from them

turns out perfect, is easy to make, with easy to follow instructions, and easy to find ingredients. Her

dishes aren't expensive to make and every one of them are delicious, family favorites!!!. I saw a

review or two where some folks were turned off by the recipes for squirrel, frog legs, etc. Geez...I'm

probably never going to try those recipes either, but I guess if it ever came to a survival situation, at

least I'd have a good recipe for it. Hee hee. There's so much other amazing food in this book that if

those few recipes gross you out, tear out those pages and get cooking on the good stuff!!!!!

I love comfort food and southern cooking. Miss Kay's recipe's are simple, easy to assemble and

taste great. This book is for beginner cooks, the list of ingredients, except for crawfish, are easily

purchased at your grocer. Most can be assembled and cooked in an hour or less. The only problem

I have seen is that some, not all, baking dishes are missing oven temps, but most cookers know

that casseroles are usually baked at 350. I would imagine that the next publishing will include those

errors. I can't recommend Miss Kay's cookbook enough.
