Tom
Sutton brings the same creepy edge to these tales that he did in his Warren work. And Trimpe gets
to draw cyborg gorillas. What could be bad about this. I'm glad it’s just the comics too, not the filler
articles the magazines wasted our time with. Nothing interferes the flow of the story. One sort of
negative thing, it's not 400 pages as listed. Closer to 370, which isn’t bad, just not 400. That aside,

as a comics fan and an Apes fan, this was well worth the wait and well worth the price. .

One, before this book arrived | found out that they’re not planning on reprinting the POTA
magazines in full , as was the case with other 1970s magazine HC "archives" That was a major
disappointment : Even if some of the sections in the mags are not as fondly remembered (the movie
adaptations and the non fiction segments) , without them these volumes aren’t really
archives..."collections", maybe? So if you have the original magazines, don’t dump them just yet . |
tried to keep an open mind , but after looking through this book, | discovered Rich Handley found it
necessary in the ’afterward’ to share with us his opinions on politics, and as is so typical, anyone
who doesn’t nod along with Rich Handley is automatically "uninformed".
